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The Board of Management recognises that competence in the five Core Skills of Communication, Numeracy, Information Technology, Problem Solving and Working with Others is of central importance to the College’s students/candidates in terms of their employability, their success in the workplace and their personal and social development.





It is the policy of the Board of Management that:








the five core skills of Communication, Numeracy, Information Technology, Problem Solving and Working with Others will be given a central role in the learning and teaching process





Core Skills will be progressively incorporated within substantial vocational programmes, where possible





all College students/candidates will be given the opportunity of assessing the extent and level of their core skills profile by means that are suitable to their individual needs





all College students/candidates will be actively encouraged to increase the extent and the level of their core skills profile
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
