ACADEMIC LIMITATIONS


The Principal shall not:-

1. fail to inform SFC or the Scottish Government of the required information in relation to the College’s academic performance as specified by the appropriate performance indicators;

2. commit the College to substantial expenditure for the introduction of a new subject area except in accordance with Policy 3.3;

3. remove a major subject area from the College’s curriculum except in accordance with Policy 3.3;

4. contravene any policy statements in relation to academic activity determined by SFC or the Scottish Government and outlined in appropriate Letters of Guidance or Circulars; 
5. allow the College’s academic Faculties to introduce new programmes which have not been validated and approved in accordance with College procedures;

6. allow the College’s academic Faculties to deviate from College procedures in such a way as to jeopardise the College’s accreditation with awarding bodies. 
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
